Outside Reading for AP


It has been said that a person who does not read good books has no advantage over the person who does not know how to read at all.  The new state language arts curriculum encourages students to read at least 25 books per year.  Your English teacher is requiring that you read FOUR books this year—one for each marking period—outside the reading done for class.  All books must be selected from the list provided unless special permission has been granted to read something else.  Those already read previously in class are disqualified.


Your grade for this assignment—equivalent to a test grade—will be determined as follows:



100% for a book 400 pages or more



  95% for a book 350 pages or more



  90% for a book 300 pages or more



  85% for a book 250 pages or more



  80% for a book 200 pages or more



  75% for a book 150 pages or more



  70% for a book 100 pages or more



Books under 100 receive no credit.*

* Exceptions may be made for some short classics.  Extra credit could be given for particularly challenging books.


For each marking period, bring to class the book you have chosen to verify book length.  After reading the book, fully complete the worksheet on the back of this sheet and turn it in to your teacher before the deadlines indicated below:
